LUNCH ORDERING



Bracken Christ ian School takes advantage of the Google Education Suite.   Al l
Bracken students are given a Bracken email  address.   Student emails use the
fol lowing naming convention:

ff last@brackenchrist ian.com
First two letters of the student’s f i rst name then student’s last name.  

For example, Bob Jones would be bojones@brackenchrist ian.com

Passwords are set temporari ly to Bracken123.  At the f i rst login, the system wil l  ask
for the password to be changed.

Do not setup two-step verif icat ion as this can create problems for other Google
apps.

Any forgotten passwords can be reset by contacting the IT Director at :

Al l  Google Suite appl icat ions (Docs, Sheets,  Sl ides and Classroom) are based on
the student’s Bracken Gmail  accounts.

Google Classroom
Bracken uses system integrat ion between its Student Information System (SIS) and
Google Classroom.  Students are enrol led in the classroom based on their Bracken
Gmail  account.   Some teachers use Google Classroom throughout the year whi le
others use it  just when students are out of the classroom.  Google Classroom
provides a solut ion for students to see their upcoming assignments and due dates
and provide an organized means of submitt ing their assignments when off campus.

NOTE: Bracken Gmail  accounts are used only for academic purposes.  Only
enrol led students have access to their  accounts.   Once a student withdraws or
graduates from Bracken, their  Bracken Gmail  account is deleted.

Outerwear - Boys and Girls All  Grades

Bracken uniform shorts may be worn with a Bracken shirt

DAILY UNIFORMS



School Wide

Clothing Uniform and Non-Uniform
Pants and shorts,  both uniform and non-uniform, should not al low underwear (or
worse) to become vis ible by others at any point or under any situat ion (sitt ing,
squatt ing, bending over,  etc.) They should also not be inappropriately t ight or short .
Shirts,  both uniform and non-uniform, must be modest and appropriate in f i t ,  style,
and neckl ine at any point or under any situat ion (rais ing arms, leaning over,  etc.) .
Strapless, spaghett i  strap, or other l ike tops are not al lowed.
Al l  shirts should be worn with only the very top button open and should be tucked
in to the pants so the belt is clearly vis ible
A white undershirt  may be worn under the uniform shirt .
Uniforms must be worn correctly at al l  t imes, including before school,  after school,
and off campus. 
Uniform clothing should be in good condit ion and free from tears,  r ips,  frays and
other s igns of excessive wear.
Uniforms and other approved Bracken items should be worn as purchased and not
modif ied or altered in appearance. Alterat ions may be made for s iz ing purposes
only.  
Any clothing that promotes, advert ises, shows, or represents any inappropriate
language, action, or idea wi l l  not be al lowed at any Bracken event regardless of
location.
Skirts should not be shorter than the school uniform skirt  (2 inches above the knee)
Fl ip-f lops, sandals,  or other open-toed or open heeled shoes are not al lowed 

Hair
Boys' hair  needs to be wel l  kept,  not excessively bushy or shaggy, and be cut above
the eyebrow, ear,  and shirt  col lar .  
Both boys and gir ls should keep their hair  in a sol id natural  color and avoid “faddish”
or attention drawing styles.

Accessories
No extra i tems or accessories are al lowed during school hours.  Examples of these
items are as fol lows:

Decorative gloves
Chains from wal lets/keys attached to belt  loops 
Animal ears
Flowers
Gir ls only may wear one tradit ional earr ing in each ear and only in the ear lobe. 
Gauges, spacers,  nose r ings/piercings or other forms of piercings are not al lowed.
Jewelry for both boys and gir ls should not be excessively large and should
coordinate with the uniform in color.

Girls hair  accessories may be Navy, White, Gray, or Bracken plaid; s imple and smal l
in style; must compliment the uniform; no feathers,  jewels,  animal ears,  or other
decorat ive pieces

Field Trip Dress - Boys and Girls All  Grades
Field tr ip dress code wil l  be determined by the teacher depending on the type of
activity
Off icial  Bracken “Field Tr ip” t-shirt ;  check with off ice or spir i t  store for clar i f icat ion
Jeans or uniform shorts (see guidel ines for Spir i t  Dress)
Rubber sole, non-sl ip shoes appropriate for PE and playground; no wheels,  no l ights,
no ref lective materials or other such ornamentation; no open toe or heel ,  no UGGS,
no sl ippers,  no sandals

Students who attempt to dress in a manner to draw excessive attention to themselves
and/or cause a distraction by their dress (even i f  wearing proper uniform) can and wil l
be sent home to change. This determination wi l l  be made by the administrat ion on a
case by case basis as needed.

ARGUING REGARDING THE UNIFORM POLICY OR DRESS CODE WILL NOT BE
ALLOWED. I f  a student is given a warning regarding a uniform infraction, then the
student is expected to recti fy the infraction immediately,  continue fol lowing the pol icy,
and accept responsibi l i ty for their  act ions. Students may seek clar i f icat ion on the pol icy
or infraction from the Principal .

DRESS CODE



We take the health and wel lness of our students seriously here at BCS.  Everyone
has a role in keeping our students and campus healthy.

Below are preventive measures and pol icies regarding i l lness.

Please assess your student(s) at home each morning before school drop-off to
determine i f  they are feel ing wel l  and healthy.
Please keep your student(s) home if  they are not wel l  and healthy.  Please use
good judgement and considerat ion for others in this decision,
Please notify the school i f  your student wi l l  be absent and let us know the
reason your student wi l l  be out for the day.  We track i l lness across campus to
help identify possible outbreaks.
BCS cleans two t imes weekly with VitalOxide (recommended is once every
fourteen days).   The lunch area is cleaned dai ly and between lunch periods.
BCS is equipped with UV l ights on al l  HVAC Systems to assist with dis infection.
Hand sanit iz ing stat ions are located around the campus & hand sanit izer is
avai lable in each classroom.  Please encourage your student(s) to use them
often.
Please send your student with their  own water bott le each day (with attached
straw, f l ip-top l id,  & please no glass).   Fi l tered water is avai lable at each water
bott le f i l l ing fountain located throughout the campus.
Please remember that students are not al lowed to have any medication with
them, in their  backpack, or in their  locker.   Al l  medications must be stored and  
administered by the School Nurse.

I f  a student gets s ick during the school day:
Student must vis it  the Nurse in the Cl inic for assessment and parent contact.
A student may only be released due to i l lness by the School Nurse.
